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Liebowitz, Newton, and Pascal are playing hide and seek.  Liebowitz is it.  He starts counting to ten and Pascal runs off to hide.  Newton bends over and draws a line with a piece of chalk.  One meter in front of him, one meter to the side, one in back, and closes the square.  Liebowitz counts to ten, opens his eves and says, “Ahha, Newton!”  Newton looks at him and says, “No.  You have a Newton per square meter.  You’ve found a Pascal!”
